Author’s Instructions
We ask authors to replace all placeholder text with their own content while keeping the formatting rules unchanged. The full paper should not exceed 8 pages. We also ask authors to ensure the language is clear and technical, and to verify that all data, names, and references are accurate.
Main body
The main body could be organized with clear section headings and a logical flow. The following sections are provided for reference:
· Introduction: State the problem context and motivation, clearly identify the research gap, and summarize the paper’s objectives and contributions. Briefly outline the methodology and, where appropriate, describe the paper structure at the end of the section.
· Literature Review: Review and compare the most relevant prior work, highlighting key limitations and challenges. 
· Methodology: Describe the proposed methodology in a reproducible manner. Define all symbols/variables on first use, specify assumptions, and provide sufficient implementation details (e.g., model architecture, parameter settings, hardware/software environment, and training/evaluation protocol) to enable replication. If datasets are used, describe data sources, preprocessing, and splits.
· Results: Present results with appropriate quantitative and/or qualitative evidence. Use figures and tables when they improve clarity; ensure they are numbered, captioned, and referenced in the text. 
· Discussion: Report evaluation metrics and baselines, and discuss robustness (e.g., sensitivity analysis, ablations, uncertainty/error analysis) when relevant. Interpret findings objectively and relate them back to the research questions and prior work.
· Conclusions: Summarize key findings and contributions without repeating the full Results section. Discuss implications, main limitations, and concrete directions for future work.
Fonts
Please use Times New Roman throughout the paper. The title should be centered and set in 14-point bold. Please use no more than two heading levels; the recommended font sizes are as follows: Level-1 headings should be 12-point bold, Level-2 headings should be 11-point bold, and the main body text should be 11-point, single-spaced, fully justified.
Figures and Tables
Figures and tables should be placed close to where they are first cited in the text. They should be numbered consecutively (e.g., Figure 1, Figure 2; Table 1, Table 2). Please ensure that all figures and tables remain legible when printed at 100% scale. A figure template is shown in Figure 1.

Citations and References

(2020)” for three or more authors, and use “Pan and Zhang (2023)” when there are two authors. When citing multiple sources in one place, list them consistently (e.g., in alphabetical order) and keep the formatting uniform.
The References section should list entries alphabetically by the first author’s surname. Please use a hanging indent and apply consistent punctuation, capitalization, and italicization across all entries. Please include complete bibliographic information (e.g., authors, year, title, venue/publisher, volume/issue and page range).
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
